I helped carry them around the ship 
and to the dining room.  I saw my husband waiting at Pier 21 (although 
he looked different in "civvies."  We drove to Moncton where I went to 
Eaton's to buy some cool clothing - then on to Fredericton.  It was very 
hot!  I love Canada and have never been sorry that I came here to live.
